(A) Written Round (Maximum score : 60 marks) total duration- 1 hour

1. Comprehension Round: The child has to read one passage given carefully and answer 5 questions based on this passage. 
2. Multiple Choice Questions:  Each question will have 4 or more options and the child has to choose the correct option for each question. 
Number of questions: 35nos
3. Jeopardy: The participant is expected to frame a question based on the answer given. Number of questions: 5
4. Who I’m I : Identify the element based on the clues given
Number of questions: 5 nos
5. Crossword : Crossword based on the respective topic for each category : 1 nos
(B) Oral Round
1. Audio-Visual Quiz
A short video on the given topic will be shown to the participant in this round. Based on the video, five questions (with options) will be asked to the participants.
In addition to that, there will be a slide show containing 10 questions based on the visual. Overall, there are 15 questions in this round-5 questions based on Video & 10 questions based on Visual. All the questions shall be from the given topic.
For every question, participants get 7 seconds to answer it. All the questions carry 2 mark. There is no negative marking.
Total mark: 15 questions * 2 mark = 30 marks

1. Inventions & Inventors
This is a general round and NOT based on the given topic. Ten questions will be asked about the inventions of famous inventors or vice versa.
For every question, participants get 7 seconds to answer it. All the questions carry 2 mark. There is no negative marking.
Total mark: 10 questions * 2 mark = 20 marks

1. 1-2-1 Quiz (Rapid Fire)
This is basically like a ‘Rapid Fire Quiz Round’ based on the given topic. There are 50 questions in this round and participants get only 1 minute for the entire quiz round. Participants have to answer the maximum number of questions in the given time. There is no separate time limit for each question. The participant can answer /pass the question to the next one.
The questions are in the slide show pattern and the participant should state the question number followed by the answer.
All the questions carry 5 mark. There is no negative marking.
Total mark: 50 questions * 5 mark = 250 marks

1. Observational Quiz
Two objects related to the given topic and 1 object related to their school syllabus shall be placed on the table. Participants have to observe those objects and are required to answer five MCQ questions based on each object. Altogether there will be 15 questions. Participants will get 1 minute to observe the 3 objects placed on the table and the set of 5 questions for each object will be displayed on the screen. The time allotted for each question varies between 45 seconds to 90 seconds depending on the difficulty level and the same shall be displayed on the screen for each question.  
All the questions carry 5 marks. There is no negative marking.
Total mark: 15 questions * 5 marks = 75 marks
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
